What is one thing you can change about your routine or behaviors
so that you are behaving as if Jesus was going to return at any
moment?

For the littles: Is waiting easy or hard? Why? Jesus can give us
patience as we wait.

Bless: Close your devotion with a blessing.
May God grant you patience. Amen.

Do: By acting on what we learn, we make God’s word come
alive. Do the following activity this week.

Make a bucket list of 5-10 things you would like to do before Jesus’
return. Challenge yourself to plan and do one of the things on your
list. Consider how the items on your list benefit others, and how
they might change you for the better.
